When I moved into the position
of dean of arts and sciences seven
years ago, [ had a goal of highlighting
the accomplishments of the school’s
faculty through our Spotlight news-
letter.

Beyond being a tool for pub-
licizing faculty and departmental
accomplishments, the Spotlight
now serves as a record of academic
events and news that faculty may
make use of when preparing port-
folios or seeking specific details of a
semester’s activities. The PDF is eas-
ily searchable by using the Control
+ f shortcut, and all newsletters are
archived on the university’s web-
site and accessible under “Spotlight
Newsletter” on the A to Z index.

Additionally, Angelia Case combs
through social media accounts of
departments and organizations for
material of interest and includes
her finds liber-
ally throughout
the newsletter.
These items are
almost  always
hyperlinked so
that users may
access an item
of interest in
its  original
context and
learn more
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As with so many
other things that happen in this of-
fice, Angelia is critical to the success
of the Spotlight. She organizes the
stories, images, and social media
grabs chronologically and lays them
out using sophisticated software.
My primary task is overediting and
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muddling the APA style with my en-
grained MLA habits.

And always, at the end of the ed-
iting process, I find myself amazed
and humbled to see how much you
accomplish as a fac-

ulty. It is a true
honor to have
served as your
dean.

And start-
ing July 1, I will
have the privilege
of serving you as
vice president for
academic affairs.
In that position,
I will seek to ap-
proach every deci-
sion with students’
well-being as the pri-
mary consideration. I
trust in the good faith
of the administration and faculty
of Northwestern, knowing that the
vast majority of its employees share
this as their primary consideration.

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Dr. Cunningham announces retirement plans

Dr. Janet Cunningham, North-
westerns 19th president and first
woman to hold the position, has an-
nounced her plans to retire on June
30, 2022, after nearly 50 years of ser-
vice in higher education.

“I have loved serving Northwest-
ern in many capacities, Cunningham
said. “But, I am excited for the future
of Northwestern with new leadership
and the opportunity to spend more
time with my family”

The Regional University System
of Oklahoma (RUSO) announced
Cunningham as president in 2006.
With 16 successful years as president,
she becomes the second longest-serv-
ing president in institutional history.

President Cunningham began
her service at Northwestern as a stu-
dent worker in 1973, continuing to
advance as she earned her bachelor,
masters and then doctoral degree.
Cunningham held various positions
as a staft member, then taught for 11
years in the business department at
both Northwestern and the Universi-
ty of Oklahoma. Prior to being named
president, she transitioned from the
classroom into an administrative role,
initially as vice president for business
affairs, then vice president for admin-
istration and later as executive vice
president.

“RUSO extends our sincere
thanks to President Cunningham
for her leadership of Northwestern
over the past 16 years,” Regent Con-
nie Reilly, chair of RUSO board, said.
“Her vision and dedication have driv-
en the last two decades of the univer-
sity’s growth. Not only has President
Cunningham led Northwestern with
integrity, but she has been an asset to
higher education at the state level as
well”

Through Cunningham’s leader-

ship, Northwestern was approved for
its first doctoral program, which is a
highlight of her career, she said. Since
the program accepted its
first cohort of students in
2017, the Wisdom Fam-
ily Foundation Doctoral
Program for Rural Nurs-
ing Practice (DNP) has
graduated 20 students
committed to improv-
ing healthcare access in
rural Oklahoma and be-
yond.

Cunningham  has
led many other signifi-
cant initiatives as well,
most recently the im-
plementation of a new
campus-wide informa-
tion technology system that will serve
the institution well into the future.
During her presidency, the univer-
sity has experienced an expansion of
the number of nationally accredited
academic programs and the success-
ful effort to join the National Col-
legiate Athletic Association. Joining
the NCAA prompted her to develop
the Vision for Victory campaign that
has provided new athletic facilities for
student-athletes and Ranger fans.

During Cunningham’s tenure,
private giving to Northwestern has
soared, including the establishment
of 55 endowed faculty chairs and nu-
merous scholarships. More than $28
million was raised through the Imag-
ine capital campaign. Cunningham
has also placed a continuing empha-
sis on securing grants from both the
public and private sectors.

“President Cunningham has had
an indelible impact on Northwestern,
Alva and all of northwestern Oklaho-
ma,” Regent Jane McDermott, RUSO
board member, said. “Her commit-

ment to providing our community
with access to high-quality, afford-
able higher education is commend-
able and evident in
the accreditations,
partnerships and
endowed  chairs
she has facilitated
during her tenure.
She will be greatly
missed.”

During  the
past 16 years, the
university has also
undertaken many
improvements to
its campus facili-
ties. The university
constructed a new
campus building
in Woodward in 2008, and major ren-
ovations have been made to several
classroom buildings and residential
halls in Alva. Other major construc-
tion projects include the Wisdom
Agriculture Education Center, the
Front Door entrance projects on the
north side of campus, the replacement
of windows in Ryerson Hall and the
commissioning of “The Ranger” stat-
ues at the Alva and Enid campuses.

“I am honored to have been a part
of higher education for so long;” Cun-
ningham said. “Northwestern is a spe-
cial place, and the people make it so.

“I will miss the student body
greatly. One of my greatest pleasures
is welcoming a new class of freshmen
onto campus each year and watching
them grow into the best they can be.
The students at Northwestern are in-
credible and give back to the commu-
nity in so many ways. I have sought
opportunities to get to know students
on a personal level. My greatest joy in
my job is seeing students develop into
leaders and community builders”

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Hardaway reviews McGraw-Hill history textbook

Dr. Roger Hardaway, professor
of history at Northwestern, par-
ticipated in a scholarly activity that
few of his peers ever experience. He
was asked by textbook publisher the
McGraw-Hill Company to review,
evaluate and suggest revisions to the
U.S. History textbook that North-
western and hundreds of other col-
leges in the country have used for
decades.

Hardaway said “The Unfinished
Nation” is used for Northwestern’s
freshman-level U.S. survey courses.
In one form or another, the book
has been around since the 1960s
and is revised and updated every
few years. Hardaway said he has
taught more than 200 class sections
of the U.S. survey to 5,000 students
using that text beginning with the
first college history class he taught
in 1980.

Only a few historians are invited
to recommend revisions, Hardaway
said. He was one of 16 reviewers for
the new edition of the textbook that
will be available in fall 2022. Hard-
away was asked to review two of the
31 chapters in the book. Those sec-
tions cover the Reconstruction Era
after the Civil War and the Progres-
sive Era of the early 20th century.

“What I did was look for factual
errors and suggest revisions that
amend and improve the narrative,”
Hardaway said.

Hardaway made recommenda-
tions on updating Civil War casualty
numbers based on recent analysis of
those statistics. He also helped re-
vise several other topics such as the
discussion of the work settlement
house workers did in the Progres-
sive Era to help poor (often immi-
grant) Americans adjust to life in
the country’s cities.

One mistake that he was able
to get changed is that the current
text states that Secretary of State
William Seward was wounded by
a would-be assas-
sin’s bullet the same
night that Presi-
dent Abraham Lin-
coln was fatally at-
tacked. But Seward,
who survived, was
stabbed—not shot.

“That error has
been in the various
editions of the text-
book for decades,
Hardaway said.
“Hopefully, because
I convinced the book authors to
revise that portion of the narrative,
thousands of college students will
no longer be learning an errone-
ous ‘fact’ when

trained to get the stories they tell as
factually accurate as possible. I am
glad that I had the opportunity to
work on revising this volume. The
changes that I helped
make will be incorpo-
rated into future edi-
tions of the book that
will be published long
after I am retired from
teaching”

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Scholarship noting Northwestern’s first faculty members developed

For nearly 125 years, Northwestern
Oklahoma State University has been
educating future teachers and looking
for ways to help students defray higher
education costs.

And, because of the recent estab-
lishment of the Unsung Heroes Com-
mittee at the university, Northwestern's
first two faculty members will have a
scholarship named after them that will
help to continue these endeavors.

The scholarship will be named for
Sara L. Bosworth and Mary DeLisle,
who began teaching the schools first
58 students on Sept. 20, 1897, in the
old Congregational Church for a salary
of $900 each for the school term along
with the first president, James E. Ament,
who garnered a salary of $2,400 a year.

“Bosworth and DelLisle were cer-
tainly pioneers and unsung heroes in
higher education as not only the first
women faculty members but the first
faculty members for Northwestern,” said
Dr. Janet Cunningham, university presi-
dent, who earned a degree in education
from Northwestern and became the first
female president of Northwestern on July
1,2006. “These two ladies will now be re-
membered by their names on this schol-
arship that will help future teachers”

Tuition was free in 1897; however, a
fee of $1.25 to attend the school was as-
sessed to students from Oklahoma Ter-
ritory while students from outside the
territory paid a fee of $5, according to
a September 1897 Woodward newspa-
per, “The Livestock Inspector;’ provided
by the Oklahoma Historical Society to
Dr. Christee Jenlink, associate dean of
education/professor of education, and
chair of the Bosworth-DeLisle Unsung
Heroes Subcommittee that was tasked
with finding a way to honor these first
two faculty members.

Bosworth, who is listed as teaching
Latin at Northwestern, served as super-

intendent of the Logan County Schools
before coming to Northwestern, and
according to the “The Daily Oklahoma
State Capital” from Sept. 20, 1893, she
accepted a position at Oklahoma Uni-
versity in Guthrie, Oklahoma Territory

students with 73 students being turned
away because of lack of room.

By the time the first classes were
held on Sept. 11, 1899, in the Castle
on the Hill, the university’s first build-

in 1893.

Bosworth moved to Kansas in 1900
and died in Wichita in August 1931 at
the age of 92. According to her obituary,
“Miss Bosworth taught at Northwestern
when it was but a normal school, when
the administration building had been
conceived but not built and when classes
met in the old Congregational Church,
where the First Friends Church now is”

Bosworths brother William was
the minister for the Alva church where
Northwestern paid $150 in rent.

According to “Northwestern Okla-
homa State University: A Centennial
History” written by longtime public re-
lations director at Northwestern Wayne
Lane, by the end of Northwesterns first
year of existence, 166 students were
enrolled. In its second year, there was
a need to acquire space at the Baptist
Church because enrollment grew to 211

413 students were enrolled, making the
Northwestern Normal School larger
than Oklahoma Territorys other four
institutions of higher education -- Okla-
homa Agricultural & Mechanical Col-
lege, 367; the Territorial Normal School
in Edmond, 322; the University of Okla-
homa, 295; and Langston University,
187. Ten teachers and a president’s sec-
retary were now employed.

Jenlink said that it was interesting
to learn of Bosworth’s actions to fight
for funding for the schools for which
she was responsible as she filed suit in
1895 against the Commissioners of
Logan County because they refused to
levy a tax to support public schools in
the county.

“So that is not a new thing;" Jen-
link said. “In the 1890s she was already
fighting for equitable funding for public

schools.

“Reading about her, I get the sense
that she didn't stand still. She was willing
to take charge and willing to do what
was right for education. Thats interest-
ing on two fronts — one because of the
times, and two, being a female. That had
to be difficult”

DelLisle was serving as principal of
the Alva Public Schools before becom-
ing faculty at Northwestern. She earned a
teaching certificate in Oklahoma in 1895.

In the recording of the ninth annual
meeting of the Territorial Teachers’ As-
sociation in 1899, DeLisle was listed in
the faculty section for Northwestern as
“Principal of Practice School”

She was married to John M. DeL-
isle, a newspaper editor and teacher, and
had a foster son, Robert DeLisle. She
died in Woodward in March 1930 at the
age of 78.

According to her obituary, “She was
well-known and had many friends hav-

ing taught in Woodward and surround-
ing towns for several years. She was a
graduate of the University of California
and has taught 53 terms of school dur-
ing her lifetime”

“The fact that these two women
would leave what they were doing and
come to a brand new institution that did
not even have its own facility is remark-
able)” Jenlink said. “They epitomize the
‘can do’ attitude that is integral to being
an educator”

Hundreds of one-room schoolhous-
es were being put up in this area at that
time, and the need for properly trained
teachers was recognized early on.

“You hear that and you think, noth-
ing has changed,” Jenlink said. “We have
programs to train effective educators
because there is such a need, and after
125 years, it’s still there”

Jenlink noted that the state’s six re-
gional institutions all began out of a ne-
cessity to train teachers, and the mission

has not changed, especially now that the
need for teachers is greater than it's ever
been because the youngsters who attend
school today have so many needs.

She explained that it's been known
for more than 15 years that there was
going to be a teacher shortage because
the number of teachers eligible to retire
has been greater than the number com-
ing into programs.

“Every child needs and deserves a
well-trained, ~day-one-ready  educator
- and I use the term educator because
theres a difference between educator and
teacher. A teacher teaches subjects, and an
educator helps children learn, and that’s
something I really try to emphasize with
our student teachers — are you a teacher
of subjects, or are you an educator whose
purpose is to help children learn?”

The Bosworth and DeLisle Schol-
arship along with other scholarships
specifically for those going into teacher

education are some of the ways North-
western continues to try to ease the stu-
dents’ financial burdens.

As students enter into their student
teaching semester, which Jenlink noted
is so valuable, many of the students have
to give up their jobs because student
teaching is a full-time job.

“Like all of us they have expenses
they have to meet;’ Jenlink said. “This
scholarship will help with those living
expenses.’

However, it may take a little while
before the first scholarships can help
with those expenses as $20,000 will
need to be raised to fully establish the
award.

Jenlink said that the initial donation
to the scholarship fund comes from the
family of Northwestern's own Dr. Mar-
tie Young, professor of education. A
memorial fund in the name of Youngs
son, Lawrence Yunker, was established
at Northwestern upon his death, and
those monies will be transferred to this
scholarship.

“Our family has the privilege to be
the first donors to this prestigious new
scholarship honoring the first educa-
tors at Northwestern,” Young said. “In
memory of our son, brother, dad and
nephew, Lawrence Yunker, we value
this opportunity to show our support
for Northwestern, as well as the teaching
profession. Teachers have always played
a huge role in all our lives, and although
he was not a teacher, Lawrence would
be proud to be connected in this way.’

Jenlink said that this first donation in
honor of Youngs son also is significant be-
cause of all that Young has done regarding
teacher preparation at Northwestern.

Young has worked at Northwestern
for 29 years and has served as the direc-
tor of student teaching for 20 of those
years.

“Icommend the family of Lawrence
Yunker for choosing to donate funds
from his memorial to this scholarship;’
Cunningham said. “I taught Lawrence
when he attended Northwestern, and
he was an excellent student. He would
be proud to be honored in this way.”

Jenlink said that they are now active-
ly accepting tax-deductible donations to
completely fund this scholarship. Mon-
ies may be given to the Northwestern
Foundation directly, or Jenlink will ac-
cept donations on their behalf.

“We are hoping that all of the edu-
cators that Northwestern has trained
over the last 125 years will value this and
help with it;” Jenlink said. “Any dona-
tion, no matter the size, is welcome. The
more money we raise, the more student
teachers we can help”

Once the scholarship is fully funded,
monetary support to help offset living
expenses incurred during the student
teaching semester will be presented to
the selected student(s) each year at the
annual spring reunion ceremonies. Stu-
dents must meet designated criteria for
the scholarship and apply by March 15.

“I think its appropriate that this
scholarship will be given to teacher edu-
cation students while honoring these

teachers of teachers, said John Barton,
associate professor of speech emeritus/
dean emeritus of Northwestern and
long-time Alva resident who organized
the overall Unsung Heroes committee.
“Bosworths and DelLisles leadership
will not be forgotten”

Other members of the Bosworth-
DeLisle Unsung Heroes subcommittee
include Shannon Leaper, library servic-
es director/assistant professor of library
and information science; and Ethan
Sacket, student success coordinator/
transfer student recruiter, who replaced
original member Donna Anderson,
former superintendent of the Cherokee
Public Schools.

“I'm encouraged by the other four
subcommittees working toward find-
ing ways to honor Northwesterns other
unsung heroes, and hope that plans to
do so will continue to be developed this
semester; Barton said.

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25th anniversary of Woodward classes celebrated

The 25th anniversary of North-
western having classes available in
Woodward was celebrated with an
evening of live music Tuesday, Feb.
15, in the Woodward Conference
Center, which is just across the street
from the univer-
sity's ~ Woodward
campus building.

Red Tie Jazz,
sponsored by the
Northwestern Foun-
dation and Alumni
Association,  fea-
tured music by Max
Ridgway, adjunct in-
structor of music, as
well as the University Singers under the
direction of Dr. Karsten Longhurst, as-
sistant professor of music and director
of choral studies.

A buffet of hors doeuvres, des-
serts and beverages was available
during the evening.

Although Northwestern has been
offering higher education classes in
Alva since 1897, it wasn't until 1996
when House Bill 2164 was approved
to establish branch campuses in Enid
and Woodward. Once Gov. Frank
Keating signed the measure into law
on May 30, 1996, the Oklahoma State
Regents for Higher Education fol-
lowed with its approval.

Classes in Woodward were first
housed at the High Plains Technol-
ogy Center and Woodward High
School through in-person classes
and interactive television classes
(ITV). Classes were then moved
into the First American Bank Build-
ing (now Great Plains Bank) in
2002. While most classes were held
at the bank location, the nursing
classes took place via ITV at the lo-
cal Woodward hospital.

A groundbreaking ceremony to

create a new state-of-the-art cam-
pus facility in Woodward took place
on Nov. 8, 2006. The first classes in
the building were taught in fall 2008
with a formal dedication ceremony
for the structure taking place on
Sept. 25, 2008.
The 19,905
square foot build-
ing houses 11 class-
rooms, a nursing
laboratory, a sci-

ence  laboratory,
computer labora-
tory, commons
area,  conference

room, areas for of-
fices, as well as library and bookstore
resources. It also leaves room for

chology, and Heritage Tourism and
Conservation. An online doctoral
program in nursing practice was
added in 2016.

Classes are taught via a variety of
platforms, including traditional, ITV
and online. Additionally, the campus
serves as a community educational
resource for training, certifications
and a wide array of special events.

Dr. Deena Fisher became the direc-
tor of the Woodward campus in 1996
and retired as the dean of the campus
in June 2020. Dr. Jonathan Thomason
became the current dean of the Wood-
ward campus in July 2020.

A 25th-anniversary event took
place on the Northwestern-Enid
campus on Nov. 18, 2021.

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Gribsby gains exposure, education through winternship

Northwestern freshman agriculture business major
Reese Grigsby of Ashland, Kansas, recently completed an
internship with Seaboard Foods in Guymon.

Twenty-two students from 16 different universities
explored Seaboard Foods™ integrated business to learn
about careers in agriculture during the annual Wintern-
ship. The Winternship provides an opportunity for stu-
dents to explore the inner workings of a
connected pork production company,
network with subject matter experts, bet-
ter define career paths and gain exposure
and education about how pork is produced.

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Northwestern sees increases in graduate, concurrent numbers

Northwestern officials have an-
nounced enrollment numbers for
the spring 2022 semester.

A total of 1,709 students are en-
rolled in spring classes, which is less
than 1 percent fewer than last year.

Northwestern is currently ex-
periencing positive growth regard-
ing the concurrent enrollment and
graduate enrollment numbers.
Northwestern’s graduate school ex-
perienced an 11.4 percent increase
in enrollment while the number
of students enrolled in concurrent
classes, which are classes for quali-
tying high school juniors and se-
niors, continues to increase with
18.8 percent.

At the main campus in Alva,
1,007 students are enrolled. Enroll-
ment at the Enid location decreased
by 2.6 percent with a total of 187,
while enrollment at the Woodward
site is 142, a decrease of 8.9 percent.

Northwestern’s outreach sites,
including the University Center of
Ponca City, reported enrollment of
78 students. As for online courses,
989 students are enrolled in at least
one online course, which is a 2.1
percent increase.

“Enrollment continues to be an
area of concern, not only at North-
western, but throughout the state
and nation,” said Dr. Janet Cunning-
ham, president of Northwestern.
“We commend our recruitment of-
fice, along with faculty and staff, for
their continuous efforts. We have
strong strategies in place to show
students the impact of a degree, and
their experiences at Northwestern
will truly change their lives.”

Calleb Mosburg, dean of stu-
dent affairs and enrollment man-
agement, noted that although the
initial shock has subsided, COV-

ID-19 is still affecting Northwest-
ern’s enrollment.

“We see students not coming
back to finish their degree and stop-
ping out,” Mosburg said. “When
this happens, we do everything we
can to make sure the student knows
they’re valued at Northwestern. We
are committed to our strategies and
continue to encourage students

throughout the enrollment pro-
cess.”

Although Northwestern saw a
small decrease in enrollment num-
bers, the university continues to be
recognized for outstanding educa-
tional opportunities on a national
level, while also providing lower
costs compared to many schools in
the state.

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Taylor, Fillmore focus of Presidential Lecture Series

Two of Americas lesser-known
presidents, Zachary Taylor and Mil-
lard Filmore, were the focus of this
year's Presidential Lecture Series
sponsored by the Northwestern Okla-
homa State University Institute for
Citizenship Studies and Social Sci-
ences Department held in March.

Dr. Michael Cohen, research pro-
fessor in the Department of Govern-
ment and a faculty fellow in the Cen-
ter for Congressional and Presidential
Studies at American University, was
the programss feature speaker.

He discussed the lives of Taylor
and Fillmore, as well as career oppor-
tunities in the field of public history.

A historian of 19th century
America, Cohen serves as editor and
project director of the Correspon-
dence of Zachary Taylor and Millard
Fillmore. This project at CCPS aims to
locate and publish letters of the 12th
and 13th U.S. presidents.

As the final editor of the James K.
Polk Project at the University of Ten-
nessee in Knoxville, Cohen in 2019
completed a decades-long endeavor
to publish the 11th presidents letters.
Earlier he worked at Rutgers Univer-
sity in New Brunswick on the Papers
of Elizabeth Cady Stanton and Susan
B. Anthony.

In addition to three volumes of
the Correspondence of James K. Polk,
Cohen has published articles on the
history of U.S. politics, education and
society, as well as on the editing of his-
torical documents in journals includ-
ing The New England Quarterly and
The Good Society. His book “Recon-
structing the Campus: Higher Edu-
cation and the American Civil War”
won the Critics’ Choice Book Award
from the American Educational Stud-
ies Association and the Linda Eisen-
mann Prize from the History of Edu-

cation Society.

He has appeared on the “Voice of
America,” delivered the 2016 Presi-
dential Lecture at Northwestern, and
in 2019, organized the conference
James K. Polk and His Time.

Northwestern Social Workers As-
sociation of Tomorrow (SWAT) mem-
bers took part in Child Abuse Preven-
tion Month initiatives including the
“Wooden Children” project sponsored
by the Garfield County Child Advocacy
Center. They also designed blue ribbon
trees on the Northwestern campuses.

Blue Ribbon Trees are sponsored by
The Child Abuse Prevention (CAP) Ac-
tion Committee, led by the Oklahoma
State Department of Health.

The blue ribbon is an international
sign for child abuse prevention and is a
constant reminder that all individuals
have a duty to protect children. This is
the 14th year in Oklahoma that commu-
nities have been encouraged to display a
“Blue Ribbon Tree” during the month of
April for Child Abuse Prevention Month.

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Broadcast students awarded at OBEA contest

Six Northwestern students won
awards at the Oklahoma Broadcast
Education  Association’s  recent
contest.

This statewide competition took
submissions from all colleges in
Oklahoma. NWTV?7 placed in three
different events.

Cade Kennedy, sophomore
mass communication major from
Alva, and Jara Reeder, junior
mass communication major from
Elk City, teamed up to cover a
Northwestern soccer game for their
Sports Reporting course under
Dr. Luis Rocha-Antunes, assistant
professor of mass communication.
They placed first in Video Sports

Play-by-Play. Reeder did the
recording while Kennedy did the
commentating.

“I couldn’t have done it without
the group of people helping run
the broadcast,” Kennedy said. “I'm
proud that we won the awards that
we did.”

Kennedy also worked with
Caleb Powers, sophomore mass
communication major from
Perryton, Texas, to cover a live
e-sports competition. The pair used

the KNSU Radio station room in
Jesse Dunn to stream their show.
This placed second in the Video
Sports Play-by-Play.

The KNSU Radio station room
has three studio production rooms,
each with TV monitors with Apple
Mac computers. In the main studio
room, there is a soundboard to
control the microphone volumes
and different soundbites, a video
switcher to control the cameras that
stream the shows, three condenser
microphones for streaming and
recording multiple hosts and guests,
aswellaslightboxesand detaillights.
In the other two studio rooms, there
is a TV monitor with Apple Mac
computers and a microphone to be
able to record podcasts.

Placing third for Best Newscast
are Dax Benway, junior health and
sports science education major
from Derby, Kansas; Connor Gray,
senior mass communication major
from Alva; and Benjamin Kliewer,
senior mass communication major
from Mt. View. The students created
the newscast for their Broadcast
Practicum class under Antunes.

Each week throughout the

semester, the Broadcast Practicum
class creates a newscast in the
Control Room in Jesse Dunn.
Each student gathers footage and
interviews from people about
events happening on campus and
makes them into a video package to
present on the newscast. They have
a designated anchor, teleprompter,
video producer, control board
director, soundboard producer, and
script manager.

“The students were very
professional, and they created high-
quality content,” Antunes said.
“Their content was well edited, well
shot, and they did great with their
voice in front of the camera. I'm
very proud of them, especially with
it being some of their first times
getting experience like this.”

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University Esports team has scholarships available

One of the newest teams at
Northwestern is currently recruiting
players and seeking qualified
students for its scholarships. That
team is esports.

Evan Vaverka, instructor of
computer science, is leading the
university’s esports team and has
been presenting several scholarships
to graduating high school seniors as
the semester comes to an end.

Esports, which is short for
electronic sports, is a form of
competition using video games
where players participate in
organized, multi-player contests
or tournaments. Teams compete
in games like Call of Duty, Rocket
League, League of Legends and
Super Smash Brothers Ultimate.

Esports is said to be the world’s
fastest-growing sport. In fact, the
consulting firm Activate predicted
thatin 2021, 79 million people in the
United States would watch Major
League Baseball content, versus 84
million watching esports. And, in
2022, that firm suggests that NFL
viewership will be the only sports
audience larger than esports.

Vaverka also noted that a high
school league named Oklahoma
Scholastic Esports had about 37
schools participating during the
last school year but this number is
expected to increase to more than
75 in the coming year.

Esports is definitely growing
at universities as well. In July 2016,
only seven colleges and universities
had a varsity esports program. That
number grew to 63 by 2018. As of
2021, there were 175 colleges and
universities with membership in the
National Association of Collegiate
Esports, but many more schools with
programs that are not members.

Although Northwestern’s

new esports team is being
organized through the computer
science program, it’s open to any
Northwestern student interested.
“We aim to be competitive, but I
want the whole group to feel like a club
that anyone could be part of,” Vaverka
said. “Esports players arent tied to
any specific degree path. I have lots
of students that range from biology,
business, music, computer science and
other majors offered on campus.”
Vaverka said that outside the fact
that esports takes place through video
games, the players on the team at the
university level are expected to act
like they would for traditional sports.
“They need to be able to work
together, have good communication,
practice for different scenarios, to
get better individually, and give it
their all every time they compete,”
Vaverka said.
“Esports players gain the same
skills to use outside of the games
that traditional sports players get

- determination, self-reliance,
physical  coordination, critical
thinking, team building and

confidence,” he continued. “While
I don’t expect them to play all day,

and they shouldn’t because they
should be going to class and having
a social life, I do expect them to put
the practice time in like a traditional
sport would expect of them.”

Vaverka is hoping to have
an even balance of membership
on the team between incoming
freshmen and returning students.
He’s aiming for 20 to 30 total
participants as the team begins
competing in the next school year.
At this point, Vaverka said he is
trying to determine the students’
skill levels with individual games
or if they are capable of competing
in multiple games.

Vaverka said he still has
scholarships available for
students interested in competing.
Although currently there are no
set requirements for receiving the
scholarship, he said he expects the
students to adhere to requirements
set forth by traditional sports like
attending class and doing well in
them and attending practices and
games.

“The experience afforded the Fowler children an
opportunity to be an audience of a ‘live’ performance,
many for the first time,” said Chris Smith, EPS early
childhood director and principal of Fowler. “They were
both mesmerized and delighted by the story and the
actors, and were excited to tell their families all about
their experience.”

The creative activities class, led by Derek Trabuc,
instructor of education, presented the showcase. The
elementary and early childhood education teacher
candidates put together the production asan assignment
for the semester demonstrating what they have learned.

The students chose an age-appropriate story that the
preschoolers could follow and enjoy. They researched
ideas and built the set from scratch, which included a
life-sized crayon box that was donated to the Fowler
Center. The students also created their own dialog to go
along with the overall story, adding some depth. In the
end, the preschoolers were able to take pictures with the
college students and “meet” the crayons.

“The students did an amazing job,” Trabuc said.

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More than 30 students take part in STEM Camp

Sixteen middle school students
and 15 high school students from
across the state of Oklahoma
attended a free summer STEM
camp at Northwestern. The middle
school students stayed on the Alva
campus May 30-June 2 while the
high schoolers attended June 2-4.

This camp was funded by a
grant from the Oklahoma State
Regents for Higher Education.
Joining Northwestern as hosts of the
camp were High Plains Technology
Center of Woodward and NextEra
Energy, the largest producer of wind
and solar power in the nation.

The students were able to see
the inside view of an operating
nacelle, and experienced simulators
and a climbing tower, as well as an
operational wind turbine. Students
also learned about the generation
and use of electricity. They had
hands-on experiences with the
Microgrid Trainer, a portable
training device that includes
power generation, micro-inverter,
storage and renewable energy
technology. The students also built
and assembled a wind turbine and
learned about solar power.

Students also were able to tour
Alabaster Caverns State Park and
learned  about  Northwestern’s
robotics lab and esports program.

If they
are not given the tools they need,
they may lack self-care and may
not understand what resiliency is or
why it is important. Over time, this
can have negative effects on the new
graduate nurse physically, mentally,
and emotionally. In addition, they
may not be able to provide safe and
quality care to their patients or they
choose to leave the bedside. These
can have negative effects financially
and on the community.

“The most exciting part of
my project was working with my
team,” Byrd said. “We were able to
dive into problems that truly affect
not only the community but our
students here at Northwestern, too.
This project helped me understand
my own deficiency in self-care and
build my own resilience.

Byrdreceivedherbachelor’sdegree
from West Texas A&M University in
Canyon, Texas, and earned a master’s
degree in nursing education from
West Governors University. Before
joining  Northwestern’s  nursing
faculty in 2020, she taught with the
nursing faculty at West Texas A&M
University. She has been a nurse
for seven years and worked in a
Women’s Medical-Surgical unit for
about 3.5 years before transitioning
to academia. At Northwestern, she
teaches courses in family nursing
care, holistic assessment and adult
health.

Lahr’s dissertation is titled
“Hermeneutic Phenomenology:
Experiences of Small Business
Owners’ Ability to  Achieve
Sustainability in Woods County,
Oklahoma.” The purpose of his
study was to focus on the lived
experiences of small business
owners in Woods County and their

sustainability through the years.

Lahr said the problem is an
inability to achieve sustainability
(10 years or longer) among small
business owners, resulting in
business failure. More than half of
small business owners in the United
States fail in the first 10 years of
business. Specifically, only 50%
of small businesses in the United
States survive for five years and 33%
for 10 years.

“I enjoyed interviewing business
owners in the local area to gain
more insight into what they believe
has enabled them to be successful,”
Lahr said.

Lahr currently teaches courses
in personal finance, general
business and management at
Northwestern. He is a Northwestern
graduate who earned a Master of
Business Administration degree
from Southwestern Oklahoma
State University. Before joining
Northwestern’s business faculty in
2018, he was farming and ranching
with his father and teaching adjunct
courses at Northwestern.

Bell replaces Dr. Bo Hannaford who
is assuming the role of university presi-
dent on July 1.

“I am pleased Dr.
Bell has accepted the
appointment of Vice
President for Academ-
ic Affairs,” Hannaford
said. “His experience
asachair and as a dean
has prepared him well
for this next chapter in
his career.

“Dr. Bell strives
for excellence within
our academic pro-
grams and works well

have worked with him in the areas of

Bell joined the Northwestern faculty
as an associate professor of English and
the chair of the English, Foreign Lan-
guage and Humanities department in
the fall of 2010.

He also serves
on the Northwest Oklahoma Concert
Series board that brings high-quality
music and entertainment to Alva.

Bell said serving as vice presi-
dent for academic affairs will involve
many of the same activities and con-
cerns that he currently has.

“It is my hope that the vice presi-
dents office will give me an even bigger
platform to promote Northwestern, its
programs, and its people;” Bell said. “It
sounds like a cliché, but I am absolutely
sincere when I say that the people are
what I love about Northwestern.

“Whether you are in Alva, Enid,
or Woodward, you feel a sense of com-
munity. At the same time, we are very
much a place that welcomes individuals
with diverse viewpoints and experiences.
