The Enid campus offers upper-division courses for bachelor’s degree 
completion in 19 subject areas, complete master’s degree programs the 
same as listed for the Alva campus, as well as a hybrid doctoral degree for the BSN-
to-DNP program. Many students take advantage of the Bridge Program, a cooperative 
agreement between Northern Oklahoma College and Northwestern, to make a smooth 
transition to Northwestern for the completion of your four-year degree.
